- an official copy of your most recent high school transcript;

- an official copy of your most recent college transcripts (if any), including any grades available from the most
recent semester you were enrolled;

- aone-page résumé that outlines your work history, involvement in artistic or athletic activities, community service,
and honors or awards;

- abrief essay (no more than 250 words) that describes your educational and professional goals and how your
religious faith informs these goals.
